With all that has been achieved at the theoretical and practical levels, the humanities and
social sciences have contributed and still aspire to present advanced theoretical models in
order to explain or understand the major problems related to the prevailing development
models, their applications as well as social and cultural problems associated with them.

The central issue that all scientists and politicians agree on is that the human being is the
means and instrument of development and at the same time, its goal and purpose. For this
reason, the United Nations Development Program linked development to the human person
and formulated the concept of human development or human development to alert the
priority of the human dimension in development.

In this context, the humanities and social sciences aspire to develop applicable theoretical
approaches that will produce that human being able to acquire and develop his competencies
and skills in order to reach a comprehensive development that allows him to lead a life free
from all manifestations of backwardness, deprivation, and enslavement.

At the level of developing countries, including Arab and Islamic countries, the importance
of human sciences and social sciences is emphasized in understanding the reality of
development by virtue of the historical development that it has gone through since the early
beginnings of attempts to integrate it into the global system.

In the context of the development of international relations and the challenges posed by the
domination of the advanced capitalist powers over the developing countries, the development
project in these countries becomes more complex, especially when the cultural and social
dimension becomes more important than the political and economic dimension, meaning that
these sciences become more important when the process of dismantling cultural systems,
social conditions prevailing in developing societies, and revealing the challenges that global
cultural systems pose to local culture.
